[0 “For zeal for Your house has consumed me, And the reproaches of
those who reproach You have fallen on me.” (Psalms 69:9)

0 And He made a scourge of cords, and drove them all out of the
temple, with the sheep and the oxen; and He poured out the coins of
the money changers and overturned their tables; ® and to those who
were selling the doves He said, “Take these things away; stop making
My Father’s house a place of business.” 17 His disciples remembered
that it was written, “ZEAL FOR YOUR HOUSE WILL CONSUME ME.”
(John 2:15-17)



1) What is “Zeal”?

0 Definition: “Zeal is a form of power, motivating force, and a measure of
energy with which a person does something. It is defined as eagerness
and ardent interest in pursuit of something, fervor.” A synonym for zeal
is passion.

O InHebrew, QINAH means ardor, zeal, jealousy, anger, envy, passion,
and rivalry.

O In Greek, ZELOS from ZEO means primarily boil or hot, but also zeal,
jealousy, fury, fervent mind, or ardor (eagerness).

[0 Others define it as eager rivalry, contentious rivalry, zealous imitation,
emulation, a noble passion, fervor in spirit, defending anything or any
person.

0 There will be no end to the increase of His government or of peace,
On the throne of David and over his kingdom, To establish it and to
uphold it with justice and righteousness From then on and
forevermore. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will accomplish this.
(Isaiah 9:7) Ref: (Isa. 9:6) “For a child will be born...”

[0 “He put on righteousness like a breastplate,
And a helmet of salvation on His head;
And He put on garments of vengeance for clothing
And wrapped Himself with zeal as a mantle.” (Isaiah 59:17)

Now behold, the LORD has let me live, just as He spoke, these
forty-five years,... | am eighty-five years old today... as my strength was
then, so my strength is now...Now then, give me this hill country about
which the LORD spoke on that day, for you heard on that day that
Anakim were there, with great fortified cities; perhaps the LORD will be
with me, and | will drive them out as the LORD has spoken.” (Joshua
14:10-12) Ref: “But My servant Caleb, because he has had a different
spirit and has followed Me fully, | will bring into the land which he
entered, and his descendants shall take possession of it.” (Numbers
14:24)



0 Esther! “Then Esther told them to reply to Mordecai, '° “Go, assemble all
the Jews who are found in Susa, and fast for me; do not eat or drink for
three days, night or day. | and my maidens also will fast in the same way.
And thus | will go in to the king, which is not according to the law; and if |
perish, | perish.” (Esther 4:15-16)

V1) What can hinder the fire of Christ’s Zeal?

O Impure, Natural Zeal! “When | kept silent about my sin, my body wasted
away through my groaning all day long. For day and night Your hand was
heavy upon me; My vitality was drained away as with the fever heat of
summer. Selah.” (Psalm 32:3-4)

0 Mixed Zeal! “You shall not sow your vineyard with two kinds of seed, or all
the produce of the seed which you have sown and the increase of the
vineyard will become defiled. You shall not plow with an ox and a donkey
together. You shall not wear a material mixed of wool and linen
together.” (Deuteronomy 22:9-11)




0 Wrong Zeal! “For | testify about them that they have a zeal for God,
but not in accordance with knowledge. 3 For not knowing about God’s
righteousness and seeking to establish their own, they did not subject
themselves to the righteousness of God.” (Romans 10:2-3) Ex: Saul of
Tarsus! “as to zeal, a persecutor of the church;” An example of zeal not
according to knowledge. (Philippians 3:6)

O Loveless Zeal! “If | have the gift of prophecy, and know all mysteries
and all knowledge; and if | have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but
do not have love, | am nothing. 3 And if | give all my possessions to feed
the poor, and if | surrender my body to be burned, but do not have love,
it profits me nothing.” (1 Corinthians 13:2-3)
